3. Cross-entries allowed between Hunter divisions with the following restrictions:  Classes 1, 2 may not cross-enter with any flat canter 

classes; Walk/Trot division may cross-enter with Cross Bar division only; Cross Bar division may cross-enter with Tiny division only. 
4. Each horse/rider combination is only eligible for high point awards in one division, which must be DESIGNATED ON ENTRY FORM. 
5. No cross entry allowed between Gold Creek Medals classes. 
6. Show management reserves the right to combine/cancel classes with insufficient entries and split classes by age with sufficient entries. 
7. Professionals (18+ yo, paid) allowed to ride in classes marked (No Pro) as HC only. 
8. Hunter Shows will run open cards for classes in each division.  Ask show management if you do not know what open cards entail.
